B. “Poor Miss Stapleton?”: To what extent is Miss Stapleton responsible for the crimes her husband committed in The Hound of the Baskervilles?

C. Discuss three conflicts and/or complications that arise for our hero Odysseus throughout The Odyssey. What is the present situation? How does he resolve the problem? Does it have effects on others?

D. Choose three gods and/or goddesses featured in The Odyssey. What roles and interactions do they play with Odysseus? How do these gods and/or goddesses help or hinder Odysseus during his journey?
